Your Testimony

Your testimony is your story about how your came to Christ and how you hope the Lord will use you as an intern to reach people for Christ.

1) Ask the Lord to give you wisdom and guidance as you write. (James 1:5,6)

2) The circumstances for each person coming to Christ vary. For example, some people trusted Christ as young children, while other came to the Lord later in life. Some came to the Lord through dramatic means, while others quietly trusted Jesus as their Savior with a friend’s help. Think through the following points and decide which of them you need to emphasize in your Calling Testimony.

a) Life before knowing Christ.

b) How you came to know Christ (be specific).

c) Life after you received Christ (changes He has made).

d) How did God give you a heart for reaching people for Christ?

3) Edit and rewrite your testimony so that it is no more than two minutes. For a couple doing an appointment together, each would each have two minutes. Couples often struggle with who should say what in the testimony portion of their presentation. Both should share how the Lord called them into the ministry.

4) Don’t wing it. Stumbling over an unprepared presentation will make both you and your prospective ministry partners uncomfortable.

5) Avoid being too wordy, vague, or speaking in generalities.

6) Don’t mention church denominations, individuals, or groups, especially in a critical or derogatory way.

Testimony Worksheet

I.
Before I received Christ:

What was my life like before I accepted Christ? Use an attention getting first sentence. Describe it in a way that communicates well to your audience. Don't use religious terminology (i.e., "sinner,” “saved”). Consider the following questions:

· What was my motivation in life? What gave me security or happiness? What did I believe about God?

· How did those beliefs and securities begin to break down?

How I received Christ:

Consider the following questions:

· When was the first time I heard the gospel?

· What were my initial reactions?

After I received Christ: (or gave Him complete control of my life)

Consider the following questions:

· Specific changes I’ve seen in my life (attitudes and actions) since becoming a Christian (include a personal illustration).

· Why am I motivated differently? How does my relationship with Christ affect my decisions regarding activities, relationships, and my decision to serve the Lord full-time?
