Every staff member serving internationally with Campus Crusade for Christ, is required to submit a Medical Clearance Form from a doctor.  This may or may not involve a complete physical, depending on your current health, the country where you are going, what your doctor deems appropriate, etc.  This is also required for every family member going with you on your assignment.  One thing that is required is that you know your blood type.  East Asia has requested that all STINTERS & ICS bring this info with them and it is probably good info for everyone to take with them regardless of location in today’s world.  

You should take the enclosed copies of the form for your family, with the cover letter, to your doctor for completion.  After being completed by the doctor, collect the forms and return them to the Regional Office Attn: Regina Clark by July 15.

We recommend that everyone have the following immunizations:  Please check with your doctor for children’s immunization needs.

· TETANUS/DIPTHERIA

· This is effective for 5-10 years; check your records

· TUBERCULOSIS SKIN TEST

· Get a skin test if it’s been over a year and get one when you return, this is more important than before you go.

· MEASLES

· Single adult booster required if born in 1957 or later

· POLIO

· You need a single adult booster once over oral for adults.

Dear Doctor,

Campus Crusade for Christ is an interdenominational Christian missionary movement that sends hundreds of people around the world to work in over 150 countries. We currently have some 1700 Americans serving in these countries.

We ask each of our employees and their family members planning to work internationally to have a physical assessment, the depth of which we leave to the discretion of the physician. These people are fully employed by Campus Crusade for Christ. We are not asking you to divulge information considered private. We are asking for your professional opinion to confirm that the employee and/or family members you will be seeing are physically capable of living in a country where the physical requirements of life and ministry may be much more demanding than normal life in this country.

A child who has medical needs that may not be treatable in the area they are going to should be noted as well. We do, though, respect the privacy of the family as to the nature of the child’s medical condition. The health of our staff family members is crucial to their placement in foreign or third world countries.

We want to avoid, as much as humanly possible, any of our people encountering medical difficulty, disaster or even death, thousands of miles from home because of their current health situation. Many of the places we send our people have standards of sanitation, medical care and hospital facilities far below that of the U.S. Attached is a form that lists the minimal physical requirements that may be required for an individual serving internationally with us.

In the event of an illness requiring emergency treatment or hospitalization we may want to put the attending physician in touch with you or your office for medical information and history on the individual that has been under your care.
